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Student Attendance, Academic Achievement, and Discipline
2016-2017
A student must be in attendance for 160 or more school days in order to be considered to have successfully completed the instructional program requirements of the grade/course to which he/she is assigned.  Therefore, if a student has 20 or more combined absences (excused/unexcused), he/she is at risk for losing credit for the school year.
Excused Absences

· Personal Illness (medical documentation required)
· Required Court Attendance (Legal documentation required)
· Death in the family (Death notice or copy of obituary)
· Religious Observance (Days recognized by the Commissioner of Education or the MCVTS-BOE)
· Good Cause as may be acceptable to the building administration 

Unexcused Tardiness

3 UNEXCUSED TARDIES are equivalent to 1 UNEXCUSED ABSENCE and will be enforced.
Saturday Academic Enrichment
Students will receive Saturday Academic Enrichment (9 am-12 pm) for every 6 UNEXCUSED TARDIES which are equivalent to 2 UNEXCUSED ABSENCES.

Attendance Review Committee (ARC)

Parents and Students will meet with the ARC committee for the following reasons:

· Student has 10 ABSENCES (Attendance contracts will be signed during these meetings)

· Student has 15 UNEXCUSED TARDIES (a second meeting will occur if the student reaches 30).  The behavior of being chronically tardy MUST CHANGE!
· Please note that ABSENCES and TARDIES will be examined collectively prior to initiating a meeting with parents.
Office Referrals from Teachers (due to established patterns of documented behavior) 
· Consequences:

· First Occurrence:

· One Hour Detention and Phone Call Home
· Second Occurrence:
· 2-One Hour After School Detentions and Parent/Student Meeting with Administration (Reminder of the Consequences for the Third Occurrence)
· Third Occurrence:

· Suspended (1-3 days) and Student Behavior Probationary Contract Signed with Student, Parent, and Administration upon Return with Parent
· Cuts

· As per the district policy, students will be denied the opportunity to make up the classwork for the day.

· Sophomores and Juniors:  Communicate with your teachers if your shop teacher requires you to stay longer so you don’t get written up for a cut from your Assisted Reading Class. 

· Suspension (1-5 days)

· Fighting

· Inappropriate Language DIRECTED at a Teacher

· Established and Documented Patterns of Inappropriate Behavior

· Single Occurrence Deemed Appropriate by Administration (ex. Leaving school grounds etc.)

SENIORS ONLY:  Cooperative Vocational Education (CVE) 

CVE is a privilege, not a requirement!

· Tardies and Absences

15 Unexcused Tardies = 5 Absences or 5 Absences

30 Unexcused Tardies = 10 Absences or 10 Absences
 One month suspension 

45 Unexcused Tardies = 15 Absences or 15 Absences
 Removed from CVE-Return to a Full Day Schedule
