Case Presentations
Students should work on the current assigned activity, provided it is a non-wet lab activity.  If students have completed their current non-wet lab or chapter activity, then they can work on preparing a case presentation. 
The list of topics for Case Presentations is located toward the bottom of my Website (“If Absent – Anatomy & Physiology Page”), and is also listed below.  
Students from the same table group are to choose a Case Presentation Topic from the list of topics.  The topics chosen must all be in the same category (presentation # group), and should be chosen from the category which the class is currently, or has most recently finished, studying.  It should also be from a category the students have not yet chosen from.
Students are to keep their topic choice a secrete from other members in the class, as they will be presenting mystery disease cases that the rest of the class must diagnose.  After each table has 

chosen their topic, the teacher should write the topic and the students' names on a separate list which the remaining students cannot see.  This is to keep the cases a mystery to all but those who will be presenting the cases.

Students can web search for information related to their case.
